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Others present:  
Streamer Awards:  Nancy Manley queried whether anyone has compared the Post’s program schedule with the current streamer requirements.  Mark MacEwan said he would do this comparison.
Programs:  The Earth Day Golf Tourney on 21 April will preempt the April General Meeting.  As of this Officer’s Meeting all holes have been sponsored and there are 18 foursome teams signed up.  Kevin Long will contact Mary Kicklighter to request she handout the Tourney awards; Mark MacEwan indicated he would assist Ms. Kicklighter with that activity.  Steve Coyle said he would do the Tourney opening remarks.  It was noted that the 6 October SAME Golf Tourney will be held at the Waterford Golf Club.

A tour of the Georgia Power Plant Scherer facility has been set for May 16.  This will serve as the May general meeting.  Mr. Long will arrange for AF tour buses.  Participant sign-up and schedule will be discussed at the next Officer’s Meeting.
Col Nakayama has been scheduled to speak at the 21 June General Meeting.  Paul Koch and Ken Branton will determine if the 16 August Meeting is appropriate for Lawrence Williford to present and conduct the Mentoring session.
Becky McCoy distributed flyers for the Wellston Trail Greenway Ball Gall Creek Cleanup on 29 April.  Bob Mussro will send an electronic version of the flyer to the SAME membership.
Kirk Kukshtel will check to see if there is another Saturday to support Habitat for Humanity, since 13 May is the Base air show.  The Officer’s will discuss at the next Meeting.
Readiness Plan:  Mark MacEwan will request Col Zander provide a representative to the Officer’s Meeting to support this topic.
Post Organization:  No discussion on this topic.
2007 Regional Meeting:  2 May is the next meeting, 1130 hours at Callaway Gardens.  Meeting details continue to be worked out.  There are guidelines and budget templates available for use.  The Protocol committee has been discussing various issues.  Steve Coyle will contact AFRC to request their participation in the conference.
