1150 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Program News:

The SAME Earth Day on the Greens Golf Tournament at Robins AFB will be held on 25 April 08.  There are currently 12 teams signed up to play, with a maximum of 24 teams allowed.  Volunteers to help with the tournament should submit their names to Mr. Steve Hvizdzak.
Programs:

The tour to the Miller Brewery in Albany, Georgia is scheduled for 21 May 08.  Attendance will be limited to the first 30 responders.   Mr. Ken Branton will send the information regarding the tour to Mr. Bill Nagel and Ms. Jennifer Tribble for distribution to the SAME members.  Mr. Kevin Long will coordinate reserving the bus for the tour.
Mr. Branton stated that the programs are set for the year and will send the information to Ms. Krista Mott to update to the website.

Mr. Branton stated that Col. Steven Zander would like to coordinate dates for a mini-BCE Conference in June to coincide with the Robins Post Same General Meeting to encourage interest in SAME.  Mr. Branton will coordinate with Mr. Scott Hastings. [Post Meeting Notes:  Lt. Col. Ballard stated that the mini-BCE Conference has been postponed until the Fall, at which time a full conference will be held.  Mr. Paul Koch recommends that we coordinate the Fall golf tournament with this conference to get a great event turn-out.]
Base Readiness/National Security: 

Mr. Judah Bradley will follow-up with the Fire Chief regarding the Readiness Streamer package information.  The 10-to12-page package was previously provided to the Houston County Emergency Management team.  Mr. Judah Bradley will also follow-up with the Georgia Emergency Management Agency (GEMA) through the local GEMA Response Team.
Streamer Awards:

All Streamers submitted by the Post for 2008 (including Education & Training, Outreach & Communication, and Relationships & Recognition) were received with distinction.  The Post did not submit a package for the Readiness Streamer.  
Post Organization:

Mr. Nagel asked if a flyer should be distributed this month since there will be no general meeting due to the golf tournament.  Ms. McCoy stated the golf flyer should be used this month instead.  Mr. Griff Cox will send the flyer to Mr. Nagel for distribution.
Finance: 

Mr. Cox received and deposited the proceeds ($51,226) from the 2007 Regional Conference.  After expenses (annual web hosting fee, Ms. McCoy’s expenses to attend the SAME Regional Conference Task Force meeting in Colorado, and MATHCOUNTS donation), the checking account balance is $51,259.  Mr. Cox questioned how much should be transferred to the investment account.  Mr. Mike Coats recommended leaving at least $5,000 in the account to cover upcoming expenses (tax preparation fees, camp attendance costs and scholarships).  Ms. McCoy stated that it was previously decided to transfer $40,000 to the investment account.  Mr. Cox will coordinate with Mr. Long on the transfer.
Mr. Cox stated that Rivers and Associates are preparing the annual tax return for the Robins Post.  Since the Post earned in excess of $25,000 in 2007, we have to describe in more detail in the tax filings how the Post utilizes its resources to achieve its mission goals as a non-profit organization.  Mr. Cox will review the Streamer packages for the additional information needed and will provide the information to Rivers and Associates. The tax submission deadline is 15 May 08.  It was noted that, as a non-profit organization, this is the first year that the Post will be filing taxes.
Membership:

Mr. Koch will review the list of attendees from the last general meeting and contact the ones that are not sustaining members to encourage them to become sustaining members.
Scholarships:

Mr. Coats reported that three scholarship packages have been received to-date, one from a Mercer University student, one from a Houston County High School student and one from a Perry High School student.   The submission deadline for the application packages is 21 April 08.
Mr. Coats also reported that one application was received for the SAME Summer Camp program; however, it was received past the due date and the specific camp requested had no vacancies.
Supporting Local Educational Programs:

Mr. Cox reported that a check in the amount of $250 was submitted to the Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE) MATHCOUNTS program.

General Topics:  

Ms. McCoy asked for volunteers to attend the next Leadership Workshop that will be held in September in the Virginia/Washington D.C. area.  Attending the workshop is a Streamer requirement for the Post.  Mr. Coats stated that he may be able to attend.

The SAME National Convention will be held in May in Minneapolis.  Mr. Koch stated that he may be able to attend.  Ms. Jane Penny will be receiving an award at this convention and Ms. McCoy encouraged attendance.  

Ms. McCoy attended the SAME Regional Conference Task Force meeting last month in Colorado.  She noted that topics of discussion included limiting regional conferences due to the fact that some of the conferences were not successful, had poor attendance and actually lost money.  It was decided that regional conferences would be limited to 5 per year.  SAME National will keep a conference calendar to monitor the conference schedules to ensure that conferences do not overlap.   Also, it was proposed that the Distinguished Region Award be eliminated as this award required the hosting of a regional conference.  It was also proposed that the requirement to host a Regional Conference to become a distinguished Region be eliminated.  Action items from the meeting included creating templates for the regional conferences annually by the previous year’s Conference Chairs. 

Mr. Koch will present the 2007 Regional Conference proceeds to the Fort Benning Post on 17 April 08.  Mr. Koch stated that anyone that would like to attend is welcome and he will be closing the account so all expenses from the 2007 Regional Conference should be submitted.  [Post Meeting Note:  Per Mr. Koch, the account is closed.]
Lt. Col. Ballard will coordinate with Ms. Mott to ensure the slides from the AFRC presentation from the March meeting are uploaded to the Post’s website.

Ms. Nancy Manley stated that SAME National is looking for items for the mentoring program silent auction to be held at the National Conference (Joint Engineer Training Conference) scheduled for 20-23 May 08 in Minneapolis.  The Board decided to donate a local item/gift basket/gift certificate in the amount of $100 in addition to a SAME Robins Post Regional Conference Volunteer tee-shirt and a historic book of Robins AFB, a publication of the Robins AFB History OfficeHistorical Society .  Mr. Cox will coordinate the gift purchase.  Mr. Branton will provide a copy of the publication.  Mr. Koch suggested contacting local peach and/or pecan companies for “no cost” donations/gift certificates as the company will receive marketing benefits via signage on the silent auction table at the conference.
The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1235 hours.
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
