No discussion on this topic.  It is anticipated that Joe Ballard will take this effort on; he will discuss his involvement with Steve Zander.  He will also contact John Glover to determine the Plan status.
Streamer Awards:

Mark MacEwan is going to print out Streamer requirements for the next meeting and task individuals to work on completing the Streamer write-ups.  It is expected that work on Readiness and National Security will be a priority.  Both Kirk Kukshtel and Bob Mussro will be involved in the Streamer development effort.  Mr. MacEwan will contact SAME National to determine what is required to obtain a distinguished Streamer award rating.
There is a potential training opportunity that can be provided in November 2006.  This is a SAME-sponsored Land Disturbance course for Level II stormwater requirements the Georgia Storm Water Conservation Commission.  Ken Branton is working on scheduling. There was some discussion on where such an event might be held.  Two alternatives are Building 905 and the Centerville City Hall; Mr. Mussro will ascertain the latter. 

There was the discussion of the need to support a local charity either through financial support or labor.  It was decided to support one of the agencies on base that supports deployed families.  Col Ballard will provide Mark MacEwan a Company Grade Officers' Council contact in order to explore community outreach opportunities open to the Post.  Other opportunities for providing service or equipment may be with Family Support and the First Sargent’s Council; Col Ballard will explore these also.  Col Ballard noted that there are 735 airmen from Robins currently deployed.
