1100 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Programs/Program News:

Mr. Ken Branton indicated that the SAME Robins Post General Meeting Programs have been booked through November 2009 and that the 2010 Programs are currently being scheduled.

Mr. Branton indicated that Mr. Lou Martinez, Martinez Engineering & Management Services, Inc. will be the featured presenter for the August 2009 General Meeting immediately following the Board Meeting.  Additionally, CAPE, Inc. will be presenting in September 2009.

Mr. Branton indicated that he needs help working through the process to reserve bus transportation for the November 2009 Robins AFB tour.  Mr. Branton will work with Ms. Charline Logue to reserve the transportation.  Ms. Nancy Manley indicated that the Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE) has expressed interest in teaming with the SAME Robins Post as a partner to jointly sponsor the tour.  Mr. Ric Powers will get together with U.S. Army Corps of Engineers project managers to determine which Base sites would be the most appropriate to include in the tour.

 Ms. McCoy informed the Board that Col Desport, the SAME Robins Post Member of the Month, would be attending the General Meeting today and would be recognized as such.
The SAME South Atlantic/South Central Regional Conference will be held in Charleston, SC on 19 – 21 October 2009.  Additionally, the SAME Atlanta Post announced that the Atlanta Aquarium will host the conferences’ ice breaker for the 4-7 May 2010 SAME National Conference.
Mr. Mike Coats provided the Board with Flyers for the upcoming SAME Robins Post Golf Tournament scheduled for Thursday, 22 October 2009, noting that individually discounted prices will be available for current SAME members in good standing.  SAME members will have to provide their member number at the time of registration to receive the discount.  Mr. Coasts asked the Board if a current individual member list for the SAME Robins Post could be made available from SAME National to assist with membership verification. Streamer Awards:

Ms. Nancy Manley provided the Board with hardcopy handouts of three streamer packages for consideration. Although the streamer packages (e.g., education, relationship, outreach, etc.) are coming together, the Board members were asked to review and comment on the packages.  Additional input is needed to complete the packages. Post Organization:

Ms. Cordell researched the available coins and reported that one side of the dye/mold is available (already cast), and the second (Robins Post specific) side would need to be cast.  Cost is approximately $6 to $8 per coin, depending on size.  As an example, coins with a 1.5-inch diameter could cost as little as $3 apiece.  Based on this information, the Board agreed to purchase 100 of the Post coins at a cost of approximately $600.  Ms. McCoy will work with Mr. Griff Cox to place an order for the coins.
The Board discussed the Posts’ young member mentoring sessions, currently held at 1100 hours in advance of the Posts’ General Meetings.  Potential mentoring topics were discussed.  An announcement in an upcoming flyer was discussed as a means to inform or remind young members of this available and worthwhile activity.
