Upcoming Meetings:
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 21 September 2011.    

Programs/Program News:
Presentations are in place for the September meeting.  A presentation on Emergency Preparedness from the 78th Civil Engineer Group Emergency Management Division, the Fire Department, and HQ AFRC A7X will be given for the September meeting.  The SAME Golf Tournament will be held in October.  Mr. Ken Branton is currently working on setting up a tour that will take place in November.  Mr. Branton has been coordinating a tour of the new Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) warehouse through the Army Corps of Engineers.  The date of the tour is to be announced.  Additionally, spotlights have been programmed through the end of the year.

Finance:
Mr. Griff Cox reported the Robins Post checking account has a balance of approximately $2,000 and the savings account has a balance of approximately $5,750.  Mr. Cox stated end of year expenses will include 116th Air Control Wing (116 ACW) deployed family support.  Representatives from the unit will be invited to a SAME meeting and the check will be awarded to the unit during the meeting.  Mr. Cox also reported that there is approximately $79,800 in the investment account.  There were no financial obligations for the month of July.  Some upcoming expenses include the 116th UAC Support, the golf tournament, and travel fare for the two members that went to the Post Leadership Workshop.

Post Membership:
Currently, the Post has 40 sustaining member firms (based on the national database).  Several new firms have joined the Robins SAME Post.  Seven firms have memberships about to expire on September 1st.  Mr. Koch will send out renewal reminders to those firms.

National Security:
Mr. Joe Ballard updated the members on the status of this streamer.  Mr. Joe Ballard is trying to set up a joint exercise between 78th Civil Engineer Group (78 CEG) and the Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC).  However, the training criteria for the streamer has been satisfied by taking credit for training completed by several Environmental Management SAME members.  Mr. Ballard informed the meeting attendees that the training requirements have been satisfied.  In order for the Post to be a Distinguished Post, the Post must send someone to the TISP Conference and a Post member must have a published article on Emergency Management for the current year.  Mr. Ballard will ask Mr. Shawn Politino if he would like to attend the TISP Conference to satisfy that particular requirement.      

Education and Mentoring:
Mr. Brett Williams will follow up with the Air Force Academy participant on his experience at the Academy.  Mr. Williams also asked attendees to notify him of any opportunities to get involved with local schools.  Mr. Coats had asked for any suggestions on new programs that the Post can pursue with the local schools.  Two ideas that were suggested included: participating in the regional science fair and sponsoring a merit badge day for the Boy Scouts.  Mr. Williams will follow up those ideas with the local school board and Mr. Cox will follow up with the Boy Scouts. 

Events and Small Business:
The SAME Golf Tournament will be held in October.  This year, the tournament will be held off base at the Landings Golf Course.  The golf tournament is scheduled for 13 October 2011, with a rain date of 20 October 2011.  Ms. Lee will put a copy of the golf flyer on the Post’s website.

SAME National:
No update was provided.

General Topics:
Mr. Cox informed meeting attendees that the Boy Scout Troup spent over 150 hours cleaning up an on-base trail near the Lodge.  Mr. Cox asked the Board if they had any suggestions for new projects that the Scouts could take on.  Mr. Cox will send an article to Ms. Lee about the Scouts’ recent service projects that she can put in the SAME newsletter.

Ms. Lee reminded attendees that ideas are always needed for the monthly flyer.  Information should be submitted to Ms. Lee approximately two weeks before the end of the month to ensure the information gets properly reviewed.

Ms. Lee announced that the Post did send two Post members to the SAME Post Leaders Conference, held 16-19 August, in Alexandria, VA.  Ms. Becky McCoy was the Board member representative and 2nd Lt Jonathan Laughrun was the Young Member representative.
