1150 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Programs/Program News:

Mr. Bill Nagel indicated that Geosyntec Consultants will present at the August meeting.  The presentation will focus on applications of sustainable stormwater solutions at active military installations.  Geosyntec will also conduct the sustaining member spotlight at the meeting.  
Base Readiness/National Security: 

Mr. Shawn Politino provided an update on the National Security Streamer, indicating that he has recently met with emergency management personnel from the community and has been working with Ms. JaLynn Hudnall, Tetra Tech.  Mr. Politino distributed a hand-out of the streamer package, and also indicated that he has the SAME Robins AFB Post Readiness Plan from 2005-2006. Mr. Politino is presently reviewing the plan and will provide recommendations for improvement and completion.  Mr. Politino will also attempt to set-up meetings with community and other appropriate entities, as well as research requirements to facilitate ICS100 training.  The ICS training is on-line courses that may already be posted on the readiness website.  Mr. Politino will forward this information to the Board members.

  Ms. McCoy will forward electronic documents of the previous streamer packages to Mr. Politino as examples of typical streamer package format and content.
Mr. Politino indicated that he will form a committee of at least 3 personnel from at least 3 different organizations.  Initial discussions suggested that a 3 member committee made up of Mr. Politino, an Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC) personnel and contractor (e.g., TEPA or Tetra Tech) personnel would establish the committee. 
Streamer Awards:

Ms. Nancy Manley reviewed timelines for streamer submission; the streamer period covers the entire calendar year and the deadline for submission set by SAME National will be near the end of January 2009.  As such, the Post generally tries to finalize and submit the streamer package by mid-January.  
Mr. Mike Coats and Ms. Laurel Cordell will attend the Leadership Workshop in September 2008 as officer and young member representatives for the post.  SAME National will cover the costs of the hotel and conference fees for the 2-day event.  Environmental Management (CEV) will send Ms. Cordell on temporary duty (TDY) orders.  The SAME Robins Post Board motion to pay airfare to the conference for Mr. Coats as the attending post officer was approved.  Mr. Coats will solicit ‘reasonably priced’ airfare.
Post Organization:

Mr. Bill Nagel asked if any Board Member has any articles or items to be included in the Flyer.  Ms. Manley will pass along a few engineering and science related articles to include in the flyer.
A detailed list of the SAME Robins Post Sustaining Member Firm list cross-referenced against the SAME National database was distributed, including firms shown to have memberships (i) in good standing , (ii) potentially lapsed - requiring renewal, and (ii) noted to be in good standing on the SAME National database, but not yet amended to the Robins Post list published in the Flyer.  Ms. McCoy indicated that letters have been sent to the potentially lapsed firms in an attempt to solicit renewals so that discrepancies between the lists can be remedied.  The sustaining member committee report (list) is attached to these minutes as Attachment 1.
Mr. Mike Coats indicated that flyers for the upcoming Golf Tournament scheduled for October 24th are posted on the SAME Robins Post website.  To date, only a few teams have signed up.  Mr. Coats indicated that he will set up a meeting with Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC) to discuss and coordinate efforts with their conference and the golf tournament.
Ms. McCoy indicated that she received an email in regards to potential hosts for an upcoming SAME National Conference, noting that letters of intent are due 31 August.  Since the post is a medium-sized post, we may not have the right venue for hosting a conference of this magnitude.    After discussion, the Board concluded that the post would respectfully decline the offer, but indicated that the post would consider helping another post that is hosting the conference.
Finance: 

There is currently approximately $4,200 in the checking account, $4,800 in the savings account, and approximately $76,000 invested the investment account.  The gift basket was sent to the National Conference (Joint Engineer Training Conference) mentoring program silent auction winner. It totaled $93.75 including shipping.
Ms. McCoy provided an update on donation of money to benefit deployed family support.  The 116th Advisory Council, an all-volunteer organization, develops and maintains a high level of morale and provides financial assistance for deployed enlisted personnel and their spouses for the entire 116th Wing.     Mr. Cox recommended donating money versus actually purchasing the food.  The Board decided to make a quarterly contribution to this organization in the amount of $250/quarter, commencing with the third quarter of 2008.  The Board will periodically evaluate the contributions, and may adjust the contribution amount moving forward, as necessary.
Mr. Cox will work with Mr. Kevin Long to action the end-of-year statement for the post.  Mr. Long will remain involved as the posts’ Financial Director. 
Young Members:

Ms. Laurel Cordell signed up as a SAME Robins Post young member.

General Topics:  

Ms. McCoy indicated that new contact information is needed for Lt Col Ballard.  Ms. Manley or Mr. Ric Powers may have this information.  Additionally, Ms. McCoy asked Mr. Nagel to update Col Piekarczyk’s new contact information in the flyer.  Col Piekarczyk will continue to be involved in SAME and will continue to serve as the Vice President for the post.

The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1240 hours.
