1140 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Programs/Program News:

The January program will include a presentation from AECOM.  No spotlight presentation has been selected for January yet. The February and March programs will include presentations from Geosyntec and the Reserve Command, respectively.
Shaw Carpet Recycling expressed interest in giving a presentation. Suggestions for companies/presentations for 2009 should be forwarded to Mr. Ken Branton as he is working on building the 2009 Program.  It is important to review the streamer requirements to see if we can coordinate programs that match the streamer requirements.

The last MILCON site tour on base was held approximately 1.5 years ago.  These on-site tours typically have better participation.  A suggestion was made to include an on-base tour in the 2009 Program.

A presentation is needed on Combat Engineering, with possible discussion about the war effort and deployment.  Suggestions for presenters for this topic include: 116th, 5th MOB and Power Pro.

Post Organization:

Finance: 

The current status of the checking and savings accounts was provided, with available balance of approximately $5,089 (checking) and $11,000 (savings), respectively.  The trophies have been ordered and will be paid when they are ready. There is no current spending plan for 2009.  Mr. Cox will work on a spending plan for 2009 so it can be determined if the Board would like to buy bonds with some of the money in the savings account.
Young Members:

General Topics:  

Leadership Workshops are scheduled for February and September.  Attendance by a Board Member and a Young Member is a streamer requirement.  Ms. McCoy will forward the details of the workshops to all Board members.  Anyone interested in attending should let Ms. McCoy know.  Ms. McCoy will ask Ms. Lee if she is interested in attending one of the workshops as a Young Member.  Mr. Cox stated that he was interested in attending one of the workshops.

To meet one of the streamer requirements (working with colleges), the Robins Post needs to send a college student to either the SAME Regional or National Conference.  A suggestion was to see if another post is sending a college student and if so, we could help support.

SAME National is scheduled for May in Salt Lake City and the Robins Post needs a member to attend to meet one of the streamer requirements.

A status summary of Sustaining Members list was distributed.  This list includes firms that have pending renewals or have lapsed memberships.  Board members are encouraged to contact the firms of which they referred to see if they can help with membership.  Ms. McCoy will resend the letter to LC Gaskins.
Mr. Branton suggested finding a new “gift” to give to the Program presenters, as most of the presenters have already received the book.  Suggestions included: Robins AFB travel coffee mug, God is My Co-Pilot book by General Robert Scott and a SAME coin.  The Board unanimously selected the SAME coin as the gift for presenters that have already received a book.  Mr. Branton will coordinate having the coins made.
Mr. Coats stated that he forwarded photos from the golf tournament to Ms. Mott but they have not been updated to the website yet.  Ms. McCoy will check on this.

The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1240 hours.
