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Mr. Ken Branton, Post Programs Director, initiated the meeting at 1130 hours.
Upcoming Meetings:

No General Meeting will be scheduled in December 2009.
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 20 January 2010.  Officer and Director elections will be held at this meeting. Mr. Bill Nagel will disseminate a Call for Nominations to the SAME Robins Post distribution via the December 2009 Newsletter (Flyer).
Mr. Scott Hastings (Absentee) was nominated as a candidate for President.  Mr. Mike Coats (Present) was nominated as a candidate for Vice President.  Mr. Griff Cox was also nominated as a candidate to retain his current position as Post Treasurer.  No nominations were accepted for Post Secretary and Assistant Secretary positions.  Additionally the three at-term Director’s positions, namely National Security, Sustaining Memberships and Events/Small Business directorships, remained open at present. 

Programs/Program News:

Mr. Ken Branton indicated that the 2010 Programs for upcoming General Meetings have been filled for the next four months.  Geosyntec Consultants will be the featured presenter on renewable energy in January 2010 and Habitat for Humanity will be presenting in February 2010.  LaFarge Concrete (Macon, GA) will be the featured presenter in March 2010 and will discuss the latest technologies for concrete building materials.  Additionally, the Earth Day Golf Tournament has been scheduled for April 2010 and a SAME Tour – possibly to the local Anchor Glass facility – will be conducted in May 2010.  The SAME Robins Post will likely once again partner with the Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE) for the tour.
Mr. Branton also recommended including a 2010 Programs presentation be conducted by a local Agency such as FEMA/Homeland Security in 2010, possibly a topic that would be of local interest or involve personnel from the area.

Mr. Branton also indicated that new sustaining member firms within the Post will be contacted to solicit interest in conducting the Sustaining Member Spotlight presentations at the 2010 General Meetings.  Mr. Bill Nagel asked the Board for suggestions regarding tapping SAME Robins Post ‘Member of the Month’ candidates for inclusion into the Flyers, possibly emphasizing Post Directors that currently serve the Post.  Candidates include Mr. Shawn Politino (December 2009), Mr. Mike Coats (January 2010), Ms. Nancy Manley (February 2010) and Mr. Kevin Long (March 2010).
Streamers:

Ms. Nancy Manley indicated that she has sent out the draft streamer packages to the SAME Robins Post Board members for review and comment.
Post Membership:

Mr. Branton asked if SAME National alerts the Posts of new members.  If so, then new members could be tapped for potential candidates for the SAME Robins Post Members of the Month.

Finance:

Mr. Griff Cox indicated that the Post’s finances are in order and that all Post’s commitments and obligations have been met and realized.  Mr. Cox indicated that the only outstanding item is the cost associated with the two Post Awards which will be presented at the January 2010 General Meeting.
The Post currently has a balance of approximately $8K in its checking account and approximately $6K in its savings account.  Mr. Cox indicated that the Post has accumulated approximately $3K increase in available account funds this year than was available a year ago.
Mr. Nagel asked the Board to confirm the spelling of the Morgan Stanley Smith Barney representative’s name, Mr. Wynne Pearson, to ensure that accuracy was maintained in the previous (November 2009) Board Meeting minutes.
National Security:

In regards to Readiness, Mr. Joe Ballard will attempt to advance the Readiness Streamer paperwork. Mr. Politino indicated that the current requirements are very stringent, requiring meetings on a regular basis with a written plan, gap analysis, and specialized training (e.g., readiness disaster response training, etc.).
General Topics:

Mr. Coats recommended announcement of Engineers’ Week, which is typically the second week of February each year) in the flyer an upcoming event.  Additionally, Mr. Coats suggested that the SAME National Conference in Atlanta, Georgia in early May 2010 also be published in the upcoming Flyer as an upcoming event.
