Readiness Plan: 
No discussion on this topic.

Streamer Awards:

Three (3) streamer award packages were readied and submitted to SAME National. Streamers included (i) Education & Training, (ii) Outreach & Communications and (iii) Relationships & Recognition.  It is noted that a fourth streamer on National Security was not submitted.

Post Organization:
The program for this month for RAFB SAME Post General Meeting on 21 February 2007.  Col. Carter is slated at the guest/featured speaker.  Mike Coats will confirm today.  K. Branton will confirm fall-back availability, if necessary.  AEM Engineers will be the ‘spotlight on sustaining member firms’ for February 2007.

[April 2007] SAME Earth Day activities include RAFB Golf Tournament scheduled for Friday 20 April 2007.

Roles for director’s slots were filled as follows:

· Mike Coats – Young Member

· Ken Branton – Programs

· Mr. Branton indicated he will need support.

· Kevin Long – Financial (Investments)

· About once per year, will need to meet with financial advisor to review account (Paul, Jeff contributed last time).

· Judah Bradley – National Security (Streamer)

· Basically involves documenting what is already happening at the Base.  SAME website [requirements and background]. Mr. Glover (AFRC) assisted previously.

K. Branton & J. Bradley discussed conduct of a working force protection briefing.

Contractors and Sustaining Member Firms can support/be involved with Emergency response, FEMA contracts, etc.  Through fast-start program, SAME supports containment, with Contractors basically offering services with an eye toward possibly obtaining additional work in the future.

SAME has contact information regarding equipment and personnel via contacts.

An update was provided on Col. Pie.  He is doing well, and may return to duty on 19 February.  He was on-Base for a half-day on 15 February, and continues the healing process after recent surgery.

Ric Powers  indicated that he has been affiliated with SAME since 1977, and thanked SAME for receiving the President’s Award for Achievement.  He indicated that he was shocked and humbled.  [The award was well deserved.]  In the future, this prestigious Achievement Award will be renamed as the Ric Powers Achievement Award.  Nominations for this award will likely be accepted in late Summer with award presentation in the month of November (since no meetings are generally held in the months of October and December).

Ms. Nancy Manley was acknowledged for putting the streamer packages together and was thanked by the SAME Officers.

February 2007 SAME General Meeting: 
The General Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, February 21, 2007, and will consist of a presentation by Col Carter.
Finance: 
Ms. McCoy provided a financial update, indicating that the Post has $7,800 in the bank account; with golf tournament money [$3000] proposed to go into investment with transfer to financial account.  Motion by Mr. MacEwan; seconded by Ms. McCoy.  This will retain approximately $4000 in the account, with about $1000 spending money available.

With respect to the regional conference, about $30K has been received and banked, with the

Promise of being self sufficient, with $50K expected from additional sale of booths, etc.

Membership:
No discussion on this topic.  
Scholarships/Summer Camp:
Warner Robins National League, apparently an underprivileged kids’ little league baseball team, is looking for sponsorship.  SAME may provide sponsorship if the children are, indeed, under privileged.  The discussion was tabled until next meeting, to attempt to check and confirm this status.

Math Counts is an engineering related program and is seeking monetary donations through 16 February.  Since it is an engineering related program and also a SAME National recommended sponsor, a SAME motion to donate $250 to $300 was made by Mr. MacEwan and seconded by Ms. McCoy with SAME officers’ concurrence.

Summer Camp, another engineering program for high school students who have completed their sophomore or junior year and plan to explore an engineering curriculum, allows summer interaction with other  students interested in this discipline.  The RAFB SAME Post would like to sponsor a local student for this program.  Applications are currently available.  The Post is willing to pay for camp registration and airfare (i.e., pick up the full cost for enrollment); to be advertised in the March 2007 Newsletter/Flyer and/or on the SAME website; need to get word out.

Last year the cost was $500 camp registration + $638.70 airfare = $1,138.70 total cost.

General Topics:  
This years golf tournament will be held at Calloway Gardens in October at the Regional Conference (no local tournament this year).  Nelson Rosa (EarthTech) is leading the local effort again this year.

There is a need for volunteers at Regional Conference (Calloway).  Each sustaining member firm is challenged to provide at least one volunteer to help attain the goal for 20 volunteers.
