1145 hours - Meeting Commenced.  Director Mr. Kevin Long presided.

Elections were held 16 Jan 08.  The above slate of Board members represents the newly elected Officers and continuing Directors.
Program News:

February – URS Corporation will be presenting on drinking water

March – AFRC – Col Zander informed Mr. Mike Coats that AFRC is prepared to present on mission and workload.  A sustaining member firm is needed for the spotlight section for March.

April - The SAME Earth Day on the Greens Golf Tournament at Robins AFB will be held on April 25th.  Tepa EC has expressed interest to be the primary sponsor again this year.

Upcoming events:

· SAME General Meeting [March  19th] featuring AFRC as the featured presentation; and
· SAME Earth Day on the Greens Golf Tournament at Robins AFB will be held on April 25th.
Programs:

URS Corporation will be presenting at the February 20th SAME General Meeting.  URS Corporation will also be featured as the sustaining member spotlight firm.

In next month’s program schedule, the Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC) will be the featured presenter [in March].
Program 2008 – A tour is being finalized to the Miller Brewery, Albany, Georgia.  Attendance will be limited to the first 40 responders, a limit imposed by the capacity of the bus providing the transportation from the Base.  The Brewery is approximately 1-½ hours away, and will likely require a half-day trip.  Mr. Branton will inquire to see if the facility is an OSHA VPP Site and whether the Brewery conducts any lean events, both of which may be of additional interest to Base personnel.  Since the tour will be technical in nature and consisting of process applications, a professional development hour (PDH) credit may also be administered to attendees, if deemed appropriate.
Base Readiness/National Security: 

Dedicated efforts have been put forth in recent years in an attempt to advance National Security.   Lt. Robert Bouffard was identified as a young member and officer for Base Readiness that may be able to help move the SAME/National Security program partnership forward.
Streamer Awards:

Mr. Kevin Long and Ms. Nancy Manley reported that the Streamer Packages were finalized and sent in to SAME National, with streamer receipt acknowledgement from SAME National.  All were submitted with the exception of the National Security Package.  A concerted effort will need to be put forth to ensure that this package is completed and submitted in the future.   Lt. Bouffard was named as a possible officer for Base Readiness to help move the National Security program forward.
Post Organization:

The SAME Robins Post Board Members acknowledged and welcomed Ms. Jennifer Tribble, EIT and Mr. Griff Cox, PE to the SAME Officers/Board.  Ms. Tribble will serve as Assistant Secretary and Mr. Cox will serve as the SAME Robins Post Treasurer.
The SAME Robins Post is looking for a volunteer to maintain the SAME Robins Post website.  If internal inquiries are unanswered, this need will be posted in the next flyer.

Mr. Bill Nagel asked if anyone had information for the flyer this month.  The February flyer is currently being finalized and will be distributed next week.
Finance: 

The Board discussed the need to have Mr. Cox, the newly elected Treasurer, to be authorized to be added to the Robins FCU SAME Robins Post account and to have Col Zander (past post president) taken off the account.  Thus two personnel, Ms. McCoy and Mr. Cox shall be authorized to have their names on the Robins FCU SAME Robins Post account on behalf of the SAME Robins Post.  As such, the Board decided that Ms. McCoy and Mr. Cox shall be so authorized.
Financials from the Regional Conference [October 2007] are nearly finalized and are expected be closed out as soon as the next statement is received.

Membership:

With respect to SAME Robins Post Young Members, there have been few new young members joining the organization in recent years.  Ideas were discussed to attempt to increase young member interest and involvement.  The following were discussed:

(i) In the past, an effort was undertaken to a attempt to partner with and integrate Mercer University Students into the SAME Organization.  Previously, there may have been a lack of faculty sponsorship for the organization.  The current Mercer Dean/Director will be leaving in June, which may be a good opportunity to attempt to revisit this relationship.  The Mercer University Engineering Program was founded in 1985 specifically to help supply Engineers to Robins AFB, hence a close partnership between Mercer and Base already exists.

(ii) Although no discounted rates can be applied for ‘group’ memberships, SAME does offer a discount if an individual signs up for 3-years (rather than an annual membership).  Unfortunately, membership is at the SAME National level, so the posts do not have any latitude on membership dues.

(iii) Mr. Ken Percell (Director of Engineering) may be a conduit to introduce SAME to additional base engineers.
Scholarships:

SAME Robins Post Scholarship Packages will be sent out in 1 to 2 months to area schools.  Scholarship recipient selection is expected to be completed by late April or early May.  Mr. Coats will be soliciting volunteers to help evaluate the scholarship application packages received for consideration.
Supporting Local Educational Programs:

Mr. Long informed the Board of an on-going Regional Engineering & Science Fair, including high school students from Houston and Peach Counties as well as surrounding areas.  The Science Fair is being held at the Museum of Aviation Feb 6-7, 2008 in the Century Flight Hanger.

Math Counts will be held this weekend.  Ms. Tribble, Mr. Giles Ragsdale, and others plan to volunteer for this worthy and rewarding program event.

The SAME Robins Board pledged to donate $250 to the Math Counts program again this year.  All Board Members present were in favor to donate (none opposed).
