Upcoming Meetings:
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 20 July 2011.    

Programs/Program News:
Presentations are in place for the July and August meetings.  URS Corp will provide a presentation on wastewater reuse for the July meeting.  The 78th Civil Engineer Group (78 CEG) will provide a presentation for the August meeting.  A presentation on Emergency Preparedness will be provided for the September meeting.  The SAME Golf Tournament will be held in October; the date on golf tournament is to be announced.  Mr. Ken Branton is currently working on setting up a tour that will take place in November.  Some suggestions for the tour were the DLA warehouse, the Tower Control Center at Dobbins AFB, and the newly constructed C-130 Hangar.

Finance:
Mr. Griff Cox reported the Robins Post checking account has a balance of approximately $2,000 and the savings account has a balance of approximately $5,000.  Several recent expenses include awarding the scholarship money to local high school students and sponsoring a student’s attendance at the Air Force (AF) Academy.  Mr. Cox stated end of year expenses will include 116th Air Control Wing (116 ACW) deployed family support.  Mr. Cox also reported that there is approximately $81,000 in the investment account.  Several SAME members met with a representative from Smith Barney; based on discussion during the meeting, the SAME portfolio is being reconfigured.  The board will then approve the changes to the portfolio.

Post Membership:
Mr. Paul Koch reported that the spotlight firms are in place for the remaining meetings of the year.  Additionally, Mr. Koch has contacted LVI Services to join SAME as a Sustaining Member as well as several other firms who recently attended meetings.

National Security:
Mr. Joe Ballard updated the members on the status of this streamer.  Mr. Ballard is still trying to fulfill the criteria for participating in a joint exercise.  Mr. Ballard was informed that several SAME members recently participated in a table top spill exercise.  It was also mentioned that a SAME member could be included in the Damage Assessment Team (DAT).  Mr. Ballard noted that several other streamer criteria in need of fulfillment include: credit for a publication and various training requirements. In order to fulfill these requirements, a few items were discussed.  Several Board members mentioned they have received training in HAZMAT and other emergency management areas that will satisfy the training requirement.  Mr. Ballard also suggested the Post send a SAME member to the TISP conference that he had attended last year.  Mr. Ballard also noted that the publication requirement would be fulfilled if a board member knew of a colleague that recently had an article published.  Meeting these criteria would make the Robins Post eligible to be marked as a Distinguished Post.

Education and Mentoring:
Mr. Brett Williams introduced the scholarship winners and the student that attended the AF Academy Camp.

Events and Small Business:
The SAME Golf Tournament will be held in October.

SAME National:
No update was provided.

General Topics:
Mr. Griff Cox discussed several items pertaining to the Boy Scout Troup.  The Boy Scouts raised enough money to purchase a new trailer and equipment; pictures will soon be available.  Twelve boys have attended summer camp.  Mr. Cox also discussed the idea of an afternoon workshop to help the Boy Scouts earn a merit badge; participation in this activity could aid with the education and mentoring streamer.  Also, the Boy Scouts are assisting the base’s Natural Resources Program Manager with cementing the plaques in the Historic Forest.

Mr. Ric Powers was honored during the Historic Forest Presentation in April 2011.
