1130 hours - Meeting commenced at the Building 359 Conference Room.  Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Program News:

Mark MacEwan, the SAME Robins Post President, accepted a position in Washington, D.C. with Earth Tech.  

Chief Dan Sacks, an NCO/Senior Enlisted Director, was deployed to the United Arab Emirates earlier this month.
The SAME Robins Post will provide free pizza lunch to all January SAME Robins Post general meeting attendees at the January 18th meeting.  The free lunch will be highlighted in the Flyer, which will be distributed by early next week.

The featured Presentation will be on Intelligent Buildings and will be conducted by Georgia Institute of Technology (GA Tech).  GA Tech will also highlight continuing education at the presentation.  Merrick & Company will be conducting the sustaining member spotlight for January 2008.
Elections for SAME Robins Post Officer’s will be conducted at the 16 January 2008 general meeting to elect Post Officers for the 2008 calendar year.  So far, only one candidate has been identified for each position.  The January Flyer will once again call for nominations.

Mr. Rick Powers informed the Board that he has been without computer access (as a result of downed communications due to the heavy rains and subsequent flooding experienced near years’ end) since 12/30/2007. Programs:

Georgia Tech will be conducting will be presenting at the January 16th SAME General Meeting.  Merrick & Company will be featured as the sustaining member spotlight firm.

In next month’s program schedule, URS Corporation will be the featured presenter [in February].
Streamer Awards:

Streamer packages are due by the end of the month (end of January 2008).  The streamers, for the most part, are essentially complete with the exception of the National Security Streamer, and should be sent in a few weeks early.  The packages are sent in via e-mail (with email validation) by the Post President.  Since comments have been previously received and incorporated, the Streamers will be sent in next Friday after the elections.
Post Organization:

Awards:  Ms. Becky McCoy, PE was named as the recipient of the Ric Powers Achievement Award and Lt. Robert Bouffard was named as the recipient of the Outstanding Young Members Award.  The Awards will be formally presented at the SAME Robins Post January General Meeting.  The Base Hobby Shop has been asked to make the commemorative plaques.
SAME Leadership Workshops: SAME Leadership Workshops are held twice per year, with workshops in September and February.  The SAME Robins Post would like to send someone to these.  As an added benefit, attendance will help the Post qualify for “distinguished” post status.

Additionally, in addition to funding scholarships and other external educational and community activities, money raised by the Post should also help to promote and advance the training for SAME Officers internally as well.

Ms. McCoy will forward email correspondence (should be on National SAME Website).

Mr. Powers suggested that the Post should consider sending civilians since the Base’s military presence may be going away.

With the elections pending, the SAME Robins Post will need to update information with both the SAME National and SAME Robins Post organizations and corresponding websites.

Mr. Bill Nagel asked if anyone had information for the flyer this month.  The January flyer is currently being finalized and will be distributed in the very near future.
Finance: 

The Robins SAME Post is projecting that 60% of $87,000, or approximately $52,200, will be the net returns as a result of hosting the SAME Regional Conference at Calloway Gardens this past Fall.  Financials should be closing and finalized soon.

The Robins SAME Post will need to hire a certified public accountant (CPA) this year to prepare the taxes as a result of the money made on the SAME Regional Conference.   In past years, the Post has been tax-exempt, but this may no longer be the case with the emergence of new taxation rules.

Investments:  Previous recommendations from the SAME Robins Posts’ Financial Advisor, Smith Barney (Mr. Wynn Pierson), will be modified with the account checked quarterly, rather than on a daily basis as initially recommended.  In addition to this account, SAME will also maintain the following for ease of withdrawal and check writing accessibility on an as-needed basis:
· Money market account, with checking account

· Operating Checking Account {Through Robins Federal Credit Union}

· Operating Savings Account {Through Robins Federal Credit Union}

· Money Market/Investment Account  {Smith-Barney Account}

Currently, the Post can move money between checking and savings accounts.  It is noted that the savings account generates interest whereas the checking account currently does not.
Supporting Local Communities (Community Service):

As a potential community service project for the local community, the Perry Booster Club, a non-profit organization, recently procured an observation tower and plans to site the tower as an observation deck at the football and band practice field.  The tower dimensions are approximately 45-ft tall with an 8-ft by 8-ft support frame structure.  The organization is currently looking for a structural engineer to design the siting and infrastructure.  It is hoped that a sustaining member on behalf of SAME may come forward and donate their time and talents to permit the tower to be erected.  Discussions ensued and liability limitations were suggested as potential ‘stumbling blocks’ to achieve this goal.  JMA was identified as a local firm that does considerable work for the Perry Schools.  As such, it was suggested that they may be the appropriate firm to approach, and may be willing to provide services for charitable or at significantly discounted cost to the School.  Other factors/issues that will likely need to be addressed include lightning protection, geotechnical subsurface investigation (e.g., stabilization) and other liability concerns.  It was suggested that an inquiry be made to potentially interested contractors at the upcoming SAME Robins Post general meeting.
