Upcoming Meetings:
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 16 February 2011.    

Programs/Program News:
Presentations are in place for the February and March meetings.  In February, Ray Ramos from Ramos Engineering will be giving a presentation on roofing and Chuck Hammock from Andrews, Hammock & Powell, Inc. will be giving a presentation on geothermal energy in March.  In April, the Earth Day Golf Tournament will take the place of the general meeting.
