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1044 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Programs/Program News:

Ms. Becky McCoy discussed ‘pros’ and ‘cons’ relative to moving the Board Meetings up to precede the General Meetings, rather than conducting them post-meeting time.  The desirable aspect for Board Meetings preceding the General Meetings is to allow the Board to make decisions in advance of the meetings so that the SAME family can be informed of decisions immediately without delay.  When the Board Meetings immediately followed the General Meetings, meeting attendees often did not depart the atrium area, often resulting in delayed starts to the Board Meetings. Although this undesirable condition has been alleviated by swapping the meetings around, a possible scheduling conflict may occur since the Board Meeting times mirror the young member mentoring session period.  The Board concurred that mentoring would be conducted during the Board Meeting times, essentially combining the monthly Board Meetings with the 1100 hours mentoring session preceding the General Meetings.  It is noted that the General Meeting gathering time is typically from 1130 to 1200 hours.

Ms. McCoy indicated that the August and September monthly programs have been set, with Martinez Engineering & Management Services (Lou Martinez) named as the featured presenter for the August Program and CAPE, Inc. presenting in September 2009.  The SAME Robins Post Board decided to set the Annual Scholarship Golf Tournament for Thursday, 22 October 2009 with a rain date of Thursday, 29 October 2009.  The Commanders Tournament had been previously scheduled for Friday, 16 October 2009 and the SAME Regional Conference in Charleston, SC had been scheduled for 19 – 21 October 2009.
Mr. Scott Hastings was selected by the Board as the SAME Robins Post Member of the Month for August 2009.
The MILCON projects currently ongoing a the Base were briefly discussed as possible tour sites.  Mr. Ric Powers may be able to assist with these U.S. Army Corps of Engineers projects, including the Marine Central Hangar, the DLA Warehouse, and the Ground Support Equipment/Plating Shop.
Ms. Laurel Cordell and Mr. Griff Cox reported to the Board regarding gift ideas for the Post’s (General Meeting) Presenters.  A scan of the SAME website did not provide any gift ideas such as pins, SAME coins, hats, etc.  The Board discussed the possibility of having some Robins Post coins specially made for presenting to speakers.  Ms. Cordell will inquire with SAME and obtain pricing and availability for the coins.  At present, there are only two coins remaining for future gifts/keepsakes.    

Base Readiness/National Security: 

Mr. Joe Ballard indicated that he sent Maintenance of Accreditations (MOAs) for the Fire Department to Mr. Shawn Politino, but that the Base Readiness and National Security plan still needs to be advanced.
Streamer Awards:

No update was provided.  Ms. McCoy indicated that she visited Warner Robins High School to discuss Civil/Environmental Engineering with interested students.  Ms. McCoy indicated that she had received a ‘thank you’ note for participating in the presentation.
Ms. Laurel Cordell indicated that she will send Ms. Nancy Manley a copy of the 2009 Programs so that she has a synopsis of the Posts’ Programs.
Post Organization:
The SAME Robins AFB Pos will be sending Mr. Scott Hastings and Ms. Casey Spinks (Post Young Member) to the upcoming SAME Leadership Workshop.  Mr. Griff Cox will represent the Post at next year’s Workshop.
The Board discussed the community partnership with AFA.  Last month the Board discussed supporting the organization by possibly purchasing a magazine at an annual cost of $75.  The Board pledged, as a community partner, to support the Thunderbird exhibit display with a $250 donation.  The Thunderbird Exhibit will be located at the Museum of Aviation with a projected cost of $17K to complete.  Additionally, the Board indicated that a new contact will need to be established for the Mouth Counts organization so that the Post can reconnect with this worthwhile organization.
Finance: 

Mr. Griff Cox indicated that there is currently approximately $4,000 in the Post’s checking account, approximately $6,000 in savings, and $69,410 investment account balance.  Mr. Cox also indicated that the Post sent out a reimbursement check for costs associated with SAME Camp attendance.
Mr. Cox also indicated that a field executive at the Boy Scouts was notified in regards to their request for monetary assistance, seeking clarification for a connection to a math-science-engineering related cause.

Post Membership:

Mr. Paul Koch indicated that RMT is conducting the Sustaining Member Firm Spotlight at the Post’s General Meeting today (immediately following the Board Meeting and that Pond & Company will be conducting the Sustaining Member Firm Spotlight for November 2009.
Mr. Koch and Ms. McCoy will also be sending out reminders for Firm Membership renewals after the end of the year to promote interest for sustainment of the Post. 
Young Members:

No additional update was provided.

SAME Local/Regional/National News: 

The Board discussed new business and agreed to support and work with the local chapter of the Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE).
General Topics:  

Mr. Nagel asked the Board Members if they had any articles or current events to be inserted into the August 2009 flyer.
Ms. McCoy proposed to include in the agenda for future Post General Meetings the following: (i) (open the meetings with the) Pledge of Allegiance, (ii) bring/present the SAME Robins Post flag and (iii) raise awareness for the Posts’ mentoring program (held from 1100 to 1130 hours on the third Wednesday of the month prior to the Posts’ General Meetings. Mr. Nagel will add a reminder for the mentoring program in the flyer, reminding young members that mentoring is available by the Officer’s/SAME Robins Post Board prior to the General Meetings.
The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1120 hours.
