Colonel Nicholas Desport, Post President, initiated the meeting at 1100 hours.

Upcoming Meetings:
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 21 July 2010.  

Programs/Program News:
Ms. Esther Lee discussed potential young member candidates to attend the Post Leaders Workshop.  After candidates were suggested, it was recommended that Ms. Lee attend the Post Leaders Workshop as a Young Member representative and Mr. Griff Cox attend as the Post Officer representative.  The Board also discussed the SAME Robins Post providing the travel funds for the workshop.  Mr. Paul Koch moved that the Post should pay the travel costs for Mr. Cox and Ms. Lee to attend the Post Leaders Workshop; motion approved.  
Ms. Lee and Mr. Ken Branton discussed the presentations that are in place for the remainder of the year.  United Consultants will be presenting at the General Meeting in July 2010.  Mr. Otis Hicks and/or Ms. Becky McCoy will give a presentation on the 78th Civil Engineering Group (CEG) in August 2010.  A representative from the Municipal Electric Authority of Georgia will be presenting at the September 2010 meeting.  The SAME golf tournament will be held in October and a tour of a facility on base (location to be determined) will be held in November.  A General Meeting will not be held during December.  

Ms. Lee discussed the need for candidates for Spotlight Member of the Month.  No members have been selected for August – December 2010. Ms. Lee will compile a list of potential candidates for Member of the Month and get approval from the Board next meeting.

Ms. Lee asked the board members for newsletter ideas.  Next month, the regional conference will be highlighted and information regarding base access will be added.  Ms. Lee also stated that other posts include an introduction from the President in their flyers and asked if this would be something the Robins post would like to include.  Col Desport agreed that this would be a good idea on a periodic basis.  

Ms. Laurell Cordell informed the post officers that the atrium at the Horizon’s Club has been reserved for SAME meetings for the remainder of the year.

Streamers:
Mr. Joe Ballard has been reviewing the criteria for the Readiness and Homeland Security Streamer.    Some of the criteria for the streamer include:

· Participating in a Readiness Exercise;
· Conduct a Readiness and Homeland Security Workshop as a Post or jointly with other SAME Posts or organizations; and
· Three committee members have completed IS-200.a (ICS) or IS-700.a (ICS 700) level training in the calendar year or prior years.
Mr. Ballard stated that he has been working with Fire Department to determine if a joint exercise can be conducted to fulfill the “participate in a readiness exercise” criteria.  Mr. Ballard stated that he would further investigate the definition of a “workshop” to see if a Homeland Security presentation during a SAME General Meeting would be sufficient to in meeting the Workshop criteria.  Finally, upon discussion, it was determined that potentially several of the SAME members already have the required training; Mr. Ballard will confirm the training has been completed.      

Col Desport requested that a short presentation of the streamers that the Post won be held at the next meeting.  Col Desport suggested that Ms. Nancy Manley speak about the streamer packages as she is the main point of contact and writer of the streamer packages.

Finance:
Mr. Cox reported the Robins Post checking account has a balance of approximately $6,000 and the savings account has a balance of approximately $4,000.  The post has supported a student for the USAFA Engineering Summer Camp and in the 116 Air Control Wing (ACW) by donating $1,000 to families of deployed military personnel.  

Mr. Cox reported that thank-you notes have been received from both SAME scholarship award recipients.   

Mr. Koch discussed the investment account.  Mr. Koch stated that he and Mr. Kevin Long have not met with the investment account manager, Smith and Barney, to re-evaluate the account but will do so in the future.  They will provide written recommendations regarding the account to the post officers for review and approval after meeting with the account manager.  Currently, the Post has about $75, 000 in the investment account.

Post Membership:
Mr. Koch provided a status updated on sustaining firm membership.  He stated that the membership database for sustaining members is easily accessible on the national SAME website.  Col Desport recommended that Ms. Manley be contacted to discuss and update the individual membership list to increase visibility of individual members.  Col Desport has been working with two young active duty engineers who may become members in the future.

General Topics:
SAME National has asked for volunteers to attend the SAME Air Force Academy Summer camp.  The board discussed Lt Johanson attending the Camp as a mentor.  The board discussed the Robins SAME post sponsoring Lt. Johanson’s airfare to the summer camp. The board agreed to sponsor his airfare, pending Lt. Johanson joining Robins SAME post.

Col Desport closed with several remarks.  First, he thanked the scholarship committee for the efforts in selecting the scholarship recipients.  Secondly, he thanked Mr. Branton for his efforts with the Macon Water Treatment tour.  Finally, he recommended that an article stating the vacant committee member positions (Education/Mentoring and Senior Enlisted) as well as a call for volunteers to serve in these positions be included in the next flyer.
