1145 hours - Meeting Commenced.  Director Mr. Kevin Long presided.

Program News:

The SAME Earth Day on the Greens Golf Tournament at Robins AFB will be held on 25 April 08.   Mr. Long will contact TEPA to confirm the status.  Due to the golf tournament, no spotlight section is needed for April.  Per Mr. Griff Cox, discussions occurred at the Earth Day Planning Meeting yesterday regarding moving the start time of the golf tournament to earlier in the day (possibly 1100 hours); however, due to the conflict with lunchtime the start time may remain at 1200 hours.  (Post Meeting Note:  Mr. Long spoke with Mr. Steve Hvizdzak at TEPA concerning the golf tournament.  TEPA has everything on track for 25 April 08 and are working to move the start time up to 1130 from 1200.)
Programs:

Lt. Col. Joe Ballard sent an email stating that AFRC is still scheduled to present on mission and workload for the March meeting and requested confirmation from Col. Steven Zander.  No confirmation has been received from Col. Zander yet.  Confirmation of the AFRC presentation or a backup for the March program is needed. (Post Meeting Note: Lt. Col. Ballard confirmed via email that AFRC will present on 19 March 08.)
Base Readiness/National Security: 

Mr. Judah Bradley was not present to give the status on Readiness.
Streamer Awards:

Ms. Nancy Manley stated that there is no information available yet on the Streamers for 2008 and she has not received any news on the status of the Streamers for 2007. 
Post Organization:

The SAME Robins Post is looking for a volunteer to maintain the SAME Robins Post website.  Per Mr. Long, Ms. Becky McCoy recommends Ms. Krista Mott at a rate of $42 per month.  Ms. Mott performs other website maintenance at the same rate ($14 per hour).  It is assumed that maintenance of the SAME website will average 3 hours per month.  All Board Members present were in favor to have Ms. Mott maintain the website at the rate of $42 per month (none opposed).
Mr. Paul Koch volunteered to be the Sustaining Member Director.  Mr. Koch was a previous Sustaining Member Director.  The SAME By-Laws allow the Directors to be appointed.  Currently Mr. Long is both the Sustaining Member and Financial Director.  Mr. Long will remain the Financial Director.  All Board Members present were in favor of Mr. Paul Koch becoming the Sustaining Member Director (none opposed).
It was noted that there is currently no Board Member representing a Small Business.  Mr. Long will contact TEPA, a Small Business, for the position of Events Chair.  (Post Meeting Note:  Mr. Long spoke with Mr. Steve Hvizdzak at TEPA.  He has accepted the invitation to join the Board as Events Director and Small Business Representative.)

Mr. Bill Nagel asked if anyone has information for the March flyer.
Finance: 

Mr. Cox submitted the Annual Report on 3 March 08. The due date for submitting the Annual Report is the first business day of March.  The Annual Report reflects the proceeds from the 2007 Regional Conference.  The Robins Post will receive 60% of the proceeds, which is $51,226 of the $85,377.  The remaining 40% ($34,151) will be distributed to the Fort Benning Post.  Mr. Cox stated that he has not received the check for these funds yet.
Mr. Cox is gathering the necessary information for Rivers and Associates to prepare the annual tax return for the Robins Post.  The Robins Post is classified as a “Not for Profit” organization and it is estimated that the tax preparation fee will be $500, with submission deadline of 15 May 08.   

Membership:

Per Mr. Long, Ms. McCoy recommended providing a free lunch to attendees at the upcoming July meeting to encourage membership.   Free lunch was previously provided to attendees in January to encourage membership. All Board Members present were in favor of providing a free lunch to attendees at the upcoming July meeting to encourage membership (none opposed).
Ms. Manley requested suggestions for Young Member mentoring.  Suggestions included providing information about Professional Military Education (PME), Professional Engineering licensure preparation and Master’s Degrees available at local institutions (including financial aid options).

Scholarships:

SAME Robins Post Scholarship Packages will be hand-delivered to four local high schools this Friday (7 March 08).   Mr. Michael Coats will send Ms. Becky McCoy the information for the website and will provide information to be included in the flyer.
Supporting Local Educational Programs:

Mr. Cox will contact Mrs. Betty Jean Jordan of Jordan Engineering regarding submitting the $250 pledge to the Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE) MATHCOUNTS program.
General Topics:  

Mr. Long asked if there were any additional comments/issues.  
Mr. Coats noted that the Savannah Post is hosting a Small Business Conference on 20 March 2008.  The Savannah Post previously hosted a Sustainable Design Conference.

The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1215 hours.
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
