1145 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Program News:

The SAME Earth Day on the Greens Golf Tournament at Robins AFB was held on 25 April 08.  Mr. Steve Hvizdzak indicated that Tepa, EC was able to cover expenses and was able to break even.
Programs:

The tour to the Miller Brewery in Albany, Georgia is scheduled for 21 May 08, and will consist of a two-hour process engineering tour from 1:30 to 3:30 PM.  Attendance will be limited to the first 30 responders.   Mr. Ken Branton will coordinate facilitation of boxed lunches for attendees, to be provided at cost by the Officer’s Club/Horizons or the Flight Kitchen, if desired.  The May SAME Robins Post Flyer will be finalized by Mr. Bill Nagel and Ms. Jennifer Tribble for distribution to the SAME members.  Mr. Kevin Long will coordinate reserving the bus transportation for the tour.
Mr. Branton stated that a small business mentor protégé relationship, such as Montgomery Watson and Tepa EC, is needed for an upcoming program topic.  Additionally, Non-DoD Contracting Opportunities gaining involvement of non-DoD local businesses, such as City of Macon or Warner Robins, should be explored.
The October golf tournament has been scheduled for Friday, 24 Oct 08.  Mr. Branton will contact Mr. Scott Hastings and Mr. Nelson Rosa to ensure the tournament is coordinated with the BCE conference that is scheduled for that same week.
Base Readiness/National Security: 

Ms. McCoy indicated that the National Security / Readiness Streamer needs to be addressed.  Ms. McCoy will check the status of the streamer with Mr. Judah Bradley.  Additionally, Lt Col Joe Ballard offered to assist Mr. Bradley, if needed.  
Streamer Awards:

Outreach activities are covered by Earth Day activities and PDH Saturdays.  Concentration areas for Streamer Awards include Education and Training, Combat Engineering, Small Business Mentor Protégé, Licensure Support, Infrastructure and Facilities, and Non-DoD Contracting Opportunities.  The goal is to modify the topics of upcoming programs to meet these concentration areas.  The Miller Brewery Tour will be used to meet the Infrastructure and Facilities.  Non-DoD Contracting Opportunities could possibly include a briefing from the City of Warner Robins or the City of Macon.  We also need to submit articles to the Military Engineer.  Mr. Paul Koch wrote a letter to the Military Engineer regarding the conference that was held in October, but Ms. McCoy decided to not submit the letter. Information is needed on Energy considerations from Mr. Bradley.  
Post Organization:

Mr. Nagel asked if any Board Member has any articles or items to be included in the May flyer.  Mr. Branton will provide information about the lunch options for the tour attendees. 
Finance: 

Mr. Griff Cox indicated that $40K from the 2007 Regional Conference was deposited in the Money Market account.  The total of all investments in the Smith Barney account (Money Market CDs, Bonds and other investments) is about $74k.  Additionally, the savings account balance is currently at $4.9K and the checking account balance is presently at $10.2K.  Mr. Cox indicated that the Post filed taxes recently (preparer fee of $450), noting that the process is increasingly difficult for non-profit organizations that generate >$25K annually as was the case this year with the proceeds from Regional Conference.
Young Members:

Ms. Tribble provided a synopsis of the recent quarterly Mercer University School of Engineering Alumni Board of Directors meeting regarding establishing a young member group component local SAME chapter.  Start-up will be contingent upon student interest, establishment of a faculty advisor, and providing networking opportunities and access to a convenient meeting place and time for the students.   Ms. Tribble will provide additional details about the Robins Post SAME Organization to the Dean and contact Mr. Willie Stephens (the South Atlantic College Outreach Committee POC) for additional information on SAME student chapters.  Mr. Coats pointed out that three students currently attending Mercer are SAME Robins Post scholarship winners.  The Board suggested having pizza or donuts at the initial meeting to help attract students.  Ms. Tribble suggested conducting joint meetings a few times each year to promote linking and networking.     
Scholarships:

Mr. Coats reported that ten scholarship application packages were received and evaluated, and two $2,500 scholarships will be awarded.  One recipient is a Mechanical Engineering student at University of Florida and the second is a Warner Robins High School student.   
For future scholarship competitions, the application will be more comprehensive to differentiate candidate merits and aid in the decision making process, possibly requesting reference letters.  Mr. Coats indicated that additional points in the scoring/ranking may be given for local applicants.  Mr. Coats also indicated that scholarship packages are presently distributed to area high school guidance counselors and appeared to have a broader appeal this year.  
Mr. Coats also reported that one application was received and accepted for the SAME Air Force Academy Summer Camp program.  The recipient is a student at Warner Robins High School.  SAME will cover the cost for airfare travel for the student to attend the camp.
General Topics:  

The SAME National Convention will be held in mid-May in Minneapolis.  Ms. McCoy indicated that she will be attending.  Ms. Jane Penny will be receiving an award at this convention.  

Ms. McCoy also encouraged attendance at the Leadership Workshop which will be held in Washington, D.C. in September this year.  Additional information about the conference is available on the SAME National website.  Mr. Cox indicated that he is interested in attending.  Mr. Coats may also be interested in attending the workshop. 

Ms. Nancy Manley previously stated that SAME National is looking for items for the mentoring program silent auction to be held at the National Conference (Joint Engineer Training Conference) scheduled for 20-23 May 08 in Minneapolis.  The Board previously decided to donate a local item/gift basket/gift certificate in the amount of $100 in addition to a SAME Robins Post Regional Conference Volunteer tee-shirt and a historic book of Robins AFB, a publication of the Robins AFB History OfficeHistorical Society .    Mr. Cox indicated that he discussed coordinatation of the gift purchase, and proposes that a detailed photo and description of the gift basket be provided along with a SAME conference bag, SAME shirt and the publication, with a signed letter from the SAME Robins Post President and an addressed, stamped envelope to be completed by the winner and returned to Mr. Cox for return shipment of the gift package.  Mr. Branton will provide a copy of the publication.  Mr. Cox indicated that he needs the address for the Silent Auction at the conference.
The meeting was closed and dismissed at approximately 1245 hours.
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
