2007 Regional Meeting:  Action Item:  Mark MacEwan is to contact the Ft. Benning chair.
Investment of Funds:  A written investment policy is needed & had been developed by Paul Koch.  The Board voted to accept his statement of policy.  The Board also voted to rename the Finance Committee to become the Investment Committee.  About $28K is available.  The Board voted to move $24K into the investment area.  The Board passed a resolution that authorized officers may sign for the investment fund & work with Smith-Barney.  The POC will be the Chair of the Investment Committee (currently Paul Koch).  Board passed to submit an automatic funds transfer application & Col Zander & Becky McCoy signed it.
Scholarship:  Becky will also redo the scholarship application form to bring it more in line with the areas of evaluation for the scholarships by December.
Sustaining Members:  Paul Koch switched from Membership Chair.  Judah Bradley & Alan Dooley have volunteered to be Membership Co-Chairs.  The sustaining membership has increased from 52 at the beginning of the year to 59.  However, the individual membership has slightly declined.  Ric Powers will contact Col Blackshear as he understands that she wants to be involved.
By-Laws:  Col Zander has asked LtC Melton to work on the By-Laws.  He will also check the Investment Strategy against the By-Laws to ensure they are consistent.
Strategic Planning Committee:  Col Zander is appointing LtC Greg Melton (AFRC) to work on the Strategic Plan and should have something by the next Board meeting..
Streamer Awards:  Col Zander has tasked Rich Doran (AFRC)head up a Readiness Committee to work on the Readiness Plan for the Post.  Becky has already sent him the plan she thought was the best – from the Pike’s Peak Post.  In addition, FEMA is looking for people to help with structural analysis from damage from the recent hurricanes.  Word was put out on this.  [Done.]
Young Members:  Col Zander has a gung-ho captain coming in January that he thinks would be good as the Young Member Chair.  Col Zander & some others will visit with Dean Aldrich to discuss forming a Mercer Univ group affiliated with the Post.  There currently is no charge for student members.  
Post Organization:  Repeated from October:  Mark MacEwan discussed how the Atlanta Post is formed.  Once a new Post President is elected, the former one automatically becomes the Past Post President for a period of one year.  Director positions are voted on by the general membership and are an honor for people who have served the Post/SAME a long time.  Director positions are for a 2-year term, with half of the Directors elected each year.  Emeritus positions are non-elected positions for people who have been with the Post a long time & they act as senior advisors.  There was discussion about reconsidering electing the Post President, not just rotating it.  These changes will need to be made in the By-Laws and then voted on by the members of the Post.
Banking:  The signatures on the banking account were changed.

The nominee's service must be shown to be both dedicated and outstanding. The narrative should convey how and why the nominee has been important to the success of the Post(s) or Region(s) or at the National level“
