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Ms. Becky McCoy, Post President, initiated the meeting at 1200 hours.
Upcoming Meetings:

There will be an Officers Board Meeting in December, however no General Meeting will be scheduled.
The next General Meeting has been scheduled for 20 January 2010.  Officer and Director elections will be held at this meeting. Mr. Bill Nagel will disseminate a Call for Nominations to the SAME Robins Post distribution via the December 2009 Newsletter (Flyer). 

Programs/Program News:

The SAME Robins Post Coins have arrived.  The Post ordered and received one-hundred (100) coins. Seventy-five of coins will be retained in the Posts’ inventory. The current Post President, Ms. Becky McCoy, was provided with fifteen coins to distribute. One coin was distributed to each Officer/Board Member, leaving 4 coins remaining to be distributed.  Additionally, Mr. Nelson Rosa and Mr. Mark MacEwan (AECOM) will each be presented a SAME Robins Post Coin, for helping with the Post Scholarship Golf Tournament and for serving as the past Post President, respectively.  

Mr. Ken Branton, SAME Robins Post Programs Director, indicated that he is presently working on the 2010 program, and is soliciting featured presentations and sustaining member firm spotlight segments.

The Board discussed and accepted nominees for annual the SAME Robins Post Awards, with Ms. Laurel Cordell nominated as the Posts’ Young Member Award recipient and Mr. Bill Nagel nominated for the Ric Powers Achievement award.  Mr. Griff Cox will organize and commemorate the award presentation.

Streamers:

Ms. Nancy Manley has developed the draft streamer packages for review and comment.  At present there are gaps that need to be filled-in/completed.  A brief discussion followed and the Board members will independently review the draft streamer packages and provide relevant information in these areas.  Mr. Ric Powers indicated that their summer intern preformed activities which will satisfy one of the gaps.  Additionally, Post Members that attended or attained SAME sponsored events or certifications should also be added to the streamer packages.  As an example, Mr. Joel Burke (URS Corp.; SAME Member) is an organizer for the Savannah SAME workshop (Industry Day).

Post Membership:

Mr. Paul Koch, the Sustaining Member Director, distributed a listing of sustaining member firms consisting of 37 sustaining member firms.  The Board discussed the idea of sending renewal reminder letters to firms with expired or expiring sustaining memberships. Mr. Koch will generate a list of firms with outstanding or approaching renewals with the appropriate dates and provide to Ms. McCoy.

Finance:

Mr. Cox indicated that the Posts’ finances are in order.  Mr. Cox is currently awaiting the checks to arrive from the recent Post Scholarship Golf Tournament.

Morgan Stanley Smith Barney representative, Mr. Wynne Pearson, provided a hardcopy handout of the Posts’ investment financials portfolio for review and discussion. Highlights of the investment financials include a 70/30 equity/fixed income model, with 74% presently invested in equity funds and 26% currently invested in a fixed income (cash) fund.  The Board was informed that the Money Market account return on investment is currently minimal.  Moving forward, the Board recommended that the Financial Director work with Morgan Stanley Smith Barney to generate a report with recommendations.  A conservative approach, possibly consisting of purchasing bonds with the strategy of re-investing by buying more as bonds mature as an option was discussed.  Various options were briefly discussed, ranging/varying in risk from low to moderate to moderately high.  The Board concurred that a consensus would be difficult and tasked the Financial Director to review SAME’s investment objective (e.g., annual scholarship fund, assistance with worthwhile science/mathematics/engineering organized events and charitable affairs) defined by and consistent with the Board’s strategy.  As such, the Board asked Mr. Cox and Mr. Long to get together with Mr. Koch and Mr. Hvizdzak as a Finance Committee and come up with a consensus on our path-forward strategy (Board decision).

National Security:

In regards to Readiness, there has been some movement, but the Post in not yet engaged.  Mr. Joe Ballard will confer with Mr. Scott Hastings to seek help.

General Topics:

Mr. Nagel proposed the idea for inclusion of a ‘Presidents Welcome’ message on the Flyers.  The idea was tabled and will be reassessed next year.

Mr. Nagel asked the Board for articles or Post news for inclusion into the December 2009 Post Newsletter (Flyer).  Mr. Cox will provide additional information on the Boy Scouts’ ‘Operation Popcorn’.

SAME National has revised the SAME membership for military and civilians serving the DoD at Government installations.

· Military:  One time fee $60 as long as in military

· DOD – 3 year membership for $45

· Civilian – 5 year membership for $60

To get the word out, the Board asked Mr. Nagel to add an article in the Flyer for SAME Robins Post distribution.
