1140 hours - Meeting Commenced.  President Ms. Becky McCoy presided.

Programs/Program News:

There will be no General Meeting in October due to the Golf Tournament.  Col. Edward Piekarczyk will provide opening remarks at the Golf Tournament.  Someone is needed to provide the closing remarks and distribute the prizes.  Mr. Mike Coats will call to find out if the Regional Vice President will be attending.
There are currently 21 teams signed up for the golf tournament, with 3 place-folders for AFRC teams that will be participating in the Base Civil Engineering (BCE) AFRC Conference.  Additionally, 14 corporate hole sponsors have committed to-date.  A total of 24 to 27 teams is anticipated.

Finance: 

The current status of the checking and savings accounts was provided, with available balance of approximately $4,900 (checking) and $4,800 (savings), respectively.  No further updates were provided.

General Topics:  

The Board decided to hold the monthly Board Meetings on the same day as and immediately following the General Meeting, instead of on the first Wednesday of each month, to accommodate those Board Members that drive from the Atlanta area.  The next Board Meeting will be held on November 19th and it is anticipated that the meeting will be completed by 1330 hours.
There will be no General Meeting in December; however the Board will meet on December 17th at 1130 hours.

The following Board Members will check to see if there is still time to participate in Career Day at the local schools:  Mr. Steve Hvizdzak (Warner Robins High School), Ms. McCoy (Northside High School), and Mr. Kevin Long (Perry High School).  We will need to get volunteers to talk about careers in engineering.
The Board discussed supporting the Middle Georgia College Georgia Academy of Mathematics, Engineering and Science (GAMES) program for high school juniors.   Students that are accepted into the program will live on campus at Middle Georgia College and will attend college classes during their junior and senior years.  The students will then graduate with both an Associate Degree and a High School Diploma.  The Board discussed either making a donation or converting one of the annual SAME Robins Post scholarships.  No decision was made.
The Board decided to support the AFRC Base Civil Engineering (BCE) Ice Breaker by donating $1,000.  The Ice Breaker will be held on 21 Oct at 1800 hours at Horizon’s/Officer’s Club .  SAME Sustaining Members and Board Members are invited to attend.  SAME flag and signs will be setup at the Ice Breaker.  This will be a great business connection/networking event for the Sustaining Members.

Robins Boy Scout Pack 220 submitted a letter request to support their popcorn sales drive to support the troops.  The Board decided to allow the Scout Pack to setup a booth at the Golf Tournament to sell the popcorn.
The Board decided to donate $500 to the Robins Elementary School to support their field trip to Jekyll Island.

An updated Sustaining Member list was distributed.  We currently have 27 Sustaining Member Firms.
